Get ready!  We are having our spring Neighborhood Encampment this year at Camp Geronimo, a beautiful Boy Scout camp located outside of Payson, about 1.5-2 hours from Scottsdale.  It’s a very large and spectacular camp and I’m sure you all will love it when you see it.  There are limited cabins and very nice camp sites available.





Our theme:  “Fun in the Forest.”  We will plan a wide game on Saturday to reflect the theme.  The remainder of the time is wide open for troop activities, so you can take a hike, work on a badge, or whatever you wish.  We will need adult and older girl volunteers to help run the program. Meals!  Each troop will provide their own meals for this encampment.  This will give you a chance to be as simple or as extravagant as you wish.   Feel free to buddy up with another troop!  (This is a great bridging or friendship building opportunity!)  





Accommodations!  There are 29 tent sites at $15/night; these hold 30+ people, and have picnic tables and fire pits.   The 14 family cabins are $50/night; these sleep 5 and have bathroom and small kitchen inside.  The 6 bunk cabins are $30/night which sleep 12, with no kitchen and a common bathhouse outside.  Each troop will pay for their own cabins/tent sites.





Swaps!  Once again, we will have a swap exchange.  Please prepare your swaps around a wilderness/camping/outdoors theme or the encampment theme.  We suggest that each girl bring at least ten swaps, but that’s up to you and your troop.  





Patches!  Please note the form for the Patch Design Contest.  Once again, we will select the best design created by our girls for our Encampment patch.  Designs are due at the February Neighborhood meeting.





More information at the Neighborhood Meeting!  The full registration packet will be distributed in February.  In it, you will find detailed information including directions to the camp, the schedule, the menu, and so forth.  Troop camping assignments will be available a week or two before the encampment.
